· Create a New Web Site in Visual Studio and select 'ASP.net webservice'
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· Then in the Solution Explorer, right click on App_Code and  choose “add existing item...”,  Find and add the files (they are located on the wijiscommons.org website where you found this doc): RecordRetrievalServiceInterfaces.cs, IncidentReportManger.cs and 
RecordRetrivalService.cs. 
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· Rename service.asmx and service.cs to RecordRetrievalService.cs and RecordRetrievalService.asmx. (optional) Modify RecordRetrievalService.asmx according to the changed names.
